SHIPMENT OF HUMAN/ EXHUMED REMAINS TO BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA

The following are the requirements of the Government of Bosnia and Herzegovina for the issuance of an authorization and the shipment of human/ exhumed remains of a deceased person:

1. Formal request for shipment by the Funeral Home Director;

2. Form required by the Ministry of Health in Bosnia and Herzegovina completed by next of kin 
;

3. Two certified copies of the Death Certificate;

4. Notarized letter of no contagious disease from the Health Department;

5. Two notarized embalmer’s affidavits or two notarized cremation certificates;

6. Burial Permit i.e. a notarized letter of acceptance from a Funeral Home in Bosnia and Herzegovina (obtained by the family);

7. Valid Bosnian passport of the deceased (if no valid passport exists, please send a passport size photo of the deceased, a copy of the Birth Certificate and fee in the amount of $ 55.00 for the issuance of a Travel Document);

8. Letter from the Funeral Home stating the flight itinerary;

9. Notarized letter from the Funeral Home Director certifying that the remains have been prepared according to international rules and regulations concerning the transport of human/ exhumed remains (see page 2) and that the casket/ urn contains exclusively the remains of the deceased;

10. Consular fee for the issuance of the Laissez-Passer in the amount of $55.00, plus additional $20.00 UPS postage fee (or a pre-paid return envelope).

Uncremated Remains:

Must be placed in a hermetically sealed and metal-lined casket. The casket must be then placed in an airtray.

Cremated Remains:

Must be transported in funeral urns which are sealed and securely protected from damage by cushioned packaging.

Note: Consular fees are subject to changes due to fluctuations in the exchange rate. Please contact the Consular Office for information on current charges.
